On the second day of our sojourn | relearned this lesson — never fall asleep around youth. | awoke
to find the toes on my left foot adorned with red nail polish.

In Colorado Springs, we stayed with Tom & Janet Crago, a retired couple I’d met in Nigeria. Having been
through knee surgery recently, Janet got me a last minute appointment with her orthopedist, who diagnosed me with
tendinitis. At NYC 1 learned some further lessons, discovering what distances and steps look and feel like when traveled at a
slower, more labored speed. A friend, serving as NYC physician, encouraged me to make use of one of their wheelchairs, and
| eventually agreed, learning the humility of depending upon another person to push me from place to place. Many thanks to
Jeannie Schwartz for not only taking over my driving responsibilities, but also wheeling me around campus.

| learned that some seats are better than others when you can’t bend your leg. I also learned that such seats are in high
demand. | learned that the majority of people are sensitive and try to help, and | learned how hard it is to receive that help.
One of the ironies of the conference for me involved the workshop | led. Planned several months ago, when | was able
bodied, this workshop was about linking walking with prayer. It had a whole different feel, leading it from a wheelchair.
God has quite a sense of humor!

Aside from my knee troubles, it was a great NYC for me. The small group Jeannie and I co-led was one of the best
I’ve experienced. Our own youth were fantastic, both at the conference and on the road. Traveling in a cramped space for
several thousand miles didn’t put us at each other’s throats. It was downright fun. And Jeannie & | worked very well together
as advisors. Maybe that’s why | let the nail polish stay on for over a month. | wanted to remember.

As for my knee, apparently a tendon above it somehow was torn. No surgery required, but this brace is with me for a
while, another reminder of an experience that wasn’t ruined and all the lessons I learned along the way... What experiences
will we have, individually or together, this coming month? What lessons will we learn? And how will we remember them?

Meat Canning Project Update
The meat canning project has been completed, having produced 47,779 cans from 88,240 Ibs. of chicken. The
major portion of the canned chicken (34,000 cans) was shipped by our denomination for distribution in Haiti via
Church of the Brethren church leaders in the Dominican Republic. The remaining portion was divided between
the Mid-Atlantic and Southern PA Districts. This food goes directly to those in Haiti and in our own communities
who are out of work and in desperate need of food. LGV CoB congregation contributed $550.00, and sent 9

volunteers to Ephrata, PA to help complete this project. Thanks to all those who helped make this year’s canning
project possible.
